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Chapter 17 – Civil War portfolio





A portfolio is a book (or folder) that contains evidence of what you have learned, it also contains an objective (what is the assignment), a rationale (why did I do this assignment), and finally a reflection (what did I learn from doing this assignment).   

Your portfolio should be submitted in a folder or small three ring binder.  (You may use the clear paper protectors if you like.)  The information inside should come in this order:

1. Objective – listed by the assignment

2. Rationale – 2 or 3 sentences explaining why you did this assignment (no, you can’t say because I said so)

3. Evidence – the completed assignment itself

4. Reflection – one or two paragraphs (at least 5 sentences) explaining what you learned by completing this assignment

Also you will need to include the rubric you are being graded with in the front.  

That’s it!!!  Sounds easy, but it is actually going to make you THINK about what you are doing and why you are doing this in class.  But, the joy is --- no test.  Each assignment will count as a homework or class work grade.  The whole portfolio will be turned in as a test grade. 

Word to the Wise --- DO NOT, I repeat, DO NOT wait until the night before.  This will take way too long and you will get nothing out of the assignment.  Good luck and good learning.

Civil War Chapter Schedule
12/1 Monday – discuss notes on section 17.1 and work on bar graph activity

Homework - Bar Graph Activity – due 12/2

Objective – Students will be able to display the advantages and disadvantages of the north and south prior to the beginning of the war using information in section 17.1.

Assignment  - Create a bar graph showing the resources available in the north and south that gave each side an advantages.  Use information in section 17.1 to complete this assignment.  Write a paragraph explaining who you believe will win the war, based solely on the information in the graphs.

Homework - News Report – due 12/3

Objective – Student will be able to describe the events of one of the major battles of the Civil War as a news reporter.  They will also display the nuances of the writing style and language of the period.

Assignment - You are a reporter covering one of the battles in the war.  Write a news article for either a southern or northern newspaper. (use information in section 17.2 and the internet)  Keep in mind that if the south won the battle the north would describe the injustice of the southern fighters while the south would brag about it.  
12/3 Wednesday – group work to research what life was like during the war for soldiers, those on the home front, or someone who had an unusual job during the war, this information will help them write the letters in class tomorrow
Homework - Letters of the Civil War – due 12/4 (done in class)
Objective – Students will be able to explain what life was like during the war from the perspective of a soldier, someone on the home front, or someone with an unusual role in the war. 
Assignment – Using the information you gained in your group work, you will create a character who lived through the war.  Write two letters as this character back and forth with your partner.  You must include information from section 17.3 and the handouts.

12/4 Thursday – write letters with partner in class due at the end of the period

Homework – start working on medical advances powerpoint

Civil War Medical Advances – due 12/8

Objective – Students will be able to explain the medical advances that took place during the Civil War.

Assignment – Use the internet to find out more about Civil War medicine.  Among the topics you might research are nurses, surgeons, field hospitals, battle wounds, and diseases.  Create a powerpoint about battlefield medicine during the Civil War.
